Note:  This Court-Martial further orders Trial Counsel to convey to any and all attorneys, in particular, 
attorneys designated as Special Victim’s Counsel, representing any person named in a specification, other 
than the Accused, the following: 
 

1.  Any written opposition to the production of evidence pursuant to Military Rules of Evidence 
412, 513, 514, or any other asserted privilege must be produced in writing to trial and defense 
counsel, and this Court-Martial no later than three days after receipt of a party’s notification to 
seek production of such evidence. 
 
2.  Any written opposition to an in camera review by this court-martial, of material, for which 
there is an asserted privilege under the Military Rules of Evidence must be  communicated in 
writing to this court-martial no later than three days after receipt of a party’s motion to this court-
martial for in camera review. 

 
Trial Counsel will obtain receipt of this notification and provide such receipt to this Court-Martial within 
one day of delivery of this notification.
